Devotional Thought From the Pastor...

No Fear of an Apocalypse

Revelation 1:1, "The revelation
from Jesus Christ, which God gave
John to show His servants what
must soon take place.”

In 1859, the largest solar
storm in recorded history took
place. Known as the Carrington
Event, it produced a massive geo-
magnetic disturbance blamed for
disrupting the telegraph system.
The website "“space.com” says,
“It's been conjectured that a storm
on the scale of the Carrington
event, if it happened today, could
cause an internet apocalypse.”

The ominous word apoc-
alypse intrigues us. It's the Greek
title of the book of Revelation
(apokalypsis). But the word
doesn’t only mean a catastrophe
or the end of the world. As the ti-
tle Revelation implies, it also re-
fers to an unveiling, a revealing.

The book opens, “The reve-
lation from Jesus Christ” (Rev-
elation 1:1). Revelation reveals
Jesus as the Lamb of God, a term
John uses in the book more than
twenty-five times to describe Him.
Revelation also reveals Christ as
one whose “eyes were like blazing
fire. His feet were like bronze
glowing in a furnace, and his voice
was like the sound of rushing wa-
ters” (vv. 14-15). When John first
saw the Lamb of God, he “fell at
His feet as though dead” (v. 17).
But this Lamb touched him and
said, “"Do not be afraid. . . . I am
alive forever and ever!” (v. 17-
18).

Rather than fearing any
apocalypse, we can embrace Rev-
elation for showing us the glori-
fied, resurrected Christ. He's the
one we worship.

Before the Cooperative
Program (CP), the Southern
Baptist Convention (SBC) en-
tities competed for designated
offerings, leading to unpre-
dictable  and inconsistent
funding. The CP program was
launched following a $75 mil-
lion campaign led by George
W. Truett of Dallas to stabilize
funding and expand mission
work. Over the years, the CP
has become central to SBC
life, providing long-term sus-
tainability and a unified budg-
et for statewide, national, and
international missions.

The impact and signifi-
cance of CP can’t be missed.
It supports church planting,
evangelism, and theological
education. CP supports unified
giving. It reduces competition
among ministries and ensures
equitable distribution of re-
sources. CP also provides a
long-term funding model for
SBC entities, allowing church-
es of all sizes to participate in
missions.

In 2025, the CP marked
100 vyears of facilitating
Southern Baptist cooperation
in missions. The CP exempli-
fies the principle that “we
can do more together than
alone,” enabling Southern
Baptists to collectively ad-
vance the gospel and support
ministries efficiently and stra-
tegically.
