“Artemis.”

• During this time, Paul had to suffer as a 
prisoner with the shadow of death hanging 
over him. 

• Paul learned what it meant to battle against 
the devil, his legion of demons, and evil.

• Spiritual warfare puts Christianity in the wrong 
light since we are to love and tolerate everyone.

• The devil uses silence between us and God, and us 
and one another to defeat us.

• The less we pray the less we experienced God's 
miracles, anointings and blessings.

• When we pray the Kingdom of God comes down.
• When we pray in the Spirit, God's Spirit is interactive 

with us.
• When we pray in the Spirit, we are being empowered 

and instructed by God's Spirit.
